

Dennis Setzer Fast Facts: 
· Dennis Setzer scored a career-best final point finish with 2nd in the 2003 NCTS point standings 
· In addition to his 144 NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series starts, Dennis Setzer has 7 Winston Cup and 102 Busch Grand National starts in his career including 2 Busch Series victories (South Boston 1994, Hickory 1994)
· Dennis Setzer and Morgan-Dollar Motorsports scored Chevy’s 100th NCTS win last year by winning the Spring race at Martinsville.
· Two of Morgan-Dollar’s five wins have come at Martinsville Speedway
Dennis Setzer NCTS Records
· Dennis Setzer tied a NASCAR record with the win at Mesa Marin in 2003.  He and Jack Sprague have at least one win in 6 straight seasons in the NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series.  With a win in 2004, Dennis would set the mark at 7 straight and would become the sole owner of that record.
· Setzer broke the single season streak of top-10 finishes in 2003 by finishing 20-straight races inside the top-10.
· Dennis Setzer won the 2002 race at Martinsville by starting in 33rd position.  It is the farthest any competitor has ever started a NASCAR Truck Series race to go on and win.

Dennis Setzer on the Martinsville Speedway:
“Without a doubt Martinsville is our home track,” said Setzer, who lives near Hickory, N.C., a couple hours away from the track. “It’s our favorite track on the schedule. I’ve just got so many laps there, it’s like going back home.  We felt like we had a really good truck up there last fall. We had a great truck, but made some pit decisions that didn’t pay off,” said Setzer, who would have won three straight races at Martinsville if he was able to hold off a late charge by Jon Wood in the fall event. “We wanted to bring Stan this year, the truck that has been to victory lane here at Martinsville twice, but right now we have a brand new truck that has been much faster in pre-race testing.”
