

Dennis Setzer Fast Facts: 
· Dennis Setzer has finished 9th or better going back to Dover of 2003.  He has a total of 21 straight top-ten finishes during that streak that also includes, 13-top fives. 
· Dennis Setzer has four starts at Atlanta Motor Speedway – all in a Busch Car.  Best finish 8th. 
· Dennis Setzer scored a career-best final point finish with 2nd in the 2003 NCTS point standings 
· Dennis Setzer has 7 Winston Cup and 102 Busch Grand National Starts in his career including 2 Busch Series victories (South Boston 1994, Hickory 1994)
Dennis Setzer NCTS Records
· Dennis Setzer tied a NASCAR record with the win at Mesa Marin in 2003.  He and Jack Sprague have at least one win in 6 straight seasons in the NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series.
· Setzer broke the single season streak of top-ten finishes last year.  His total stands at 20 – old mark was 18.

· Dennis Setzer won the 2002 race at Martinsville, starting in 33rd position.  It was the farthest any competitor had started a race to go on and win.
