
Dennis Setzer Fast Facts: 
· Dennis Setzer has held the NCTS points lead for 9-consecutive weeks going into this week Line-X Spray-on Truck Bedliners 200. 
· Dennis Setzer scored a career-best final point finish with 2nd in the 2003 NCTS point standings 
· In addition to his 150 NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series starts, Dennis Setzer has 7 Winston Cup and 102 Busch Grand National starts in his career including 2 Busch Series victories (South Boston 1994, Hickory 1994)
Dennis Setzer NCTS Records
· Dennis Setzer set a NASCAR record with the win at Lowe’s Motor Speedway on May 21st of 2004.  He is the only driver with at least one win in 7 straight seasons in the NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series - dating to 1998.  
· Setzer broke the single season streak of top-10 finishes in 2003 by finishing 20-straight races inside the top-10.
· Dennis Setzer won the 2002 race at Martinsville by starting in 33rd position.  It is the farthest any competitor has ever started a NASCAR Truck Series race to go on and win.

Dennis Setzer on the Michigan International Speedway: 


“It’s a great track, great racing for the Craftsman Truck Series. Always seems like there is close door to door racing there. I don’t think we finished too good there last year, but we are bringing some good equipment, our Chevrolet Silverado. We did some testing at Chicago Speedway, similar to MIS, and we came out of the test happy with our results. We are excited about taking our best piece to Michigan.”

Dennis Setzer on the Gateway Int’l Race (started 11th finished 2nd):

“We weren’t as good as we should have been at the start of the race but Danny (Gill, crew chief) and the guys already were planning the changes they needed to make during our stops.  I just try to give them as much information as I can to help them and my guys made all the right calls.  I can’t tell you what a great group of people I work with at Morgan Dollar.  We went the wrong way on the first stop but were able to make it better the second time around.”
