
Dennis Setzer Fast Facts: 
· Dennis Setzer has held the NCTS points lead for 10-consecutive weeks going into this week Power Stroke Diesel 200.  The record for the NCTS points being held is 14-consecutive weeks by Greg Biffle (2000).
· Dennis Setzer scored a career-best final point finish with 2nd in the 2003 NCTS point standings 
· In addition to his 150 NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series starts, Dennis Setzer has 7 Winston Cup and 102 Busch Grand National starts in his career including 2 Busch Series victories (South Boston 1994, Hickory 1994)
Dennis Setzer NCTS Records
· Dennis Setzer set a NASCAR record with the win at Lowe’s Motor Speedway on May 21st of 2004.  He is the only driver with at least one win in 7 straight seasons in the NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series - dating to 1998.  
· Setzer broke the single season streak of top-10 finishes in 2003 by finishing 20-straight races inside the top-10.
· Dennis Setzer won the 2002 race at Martinsville by starting in 33rd position.  It is the farthest any competitor has ever started a NASCAR Truck Series race to go on and win.

Dennis Setzer on Indianapolis Raceway Park:
“IRP is a very flat track that requires a lot of finess.  You must run your truck right up along the wall to get the most speed out of it.  That is why this is a very difficult track to pass on.   Track position is going to be very important so we expect tires and fuel mileage to play a big factor in the outcome.”

Dennis Setzer on his finish at Michigan Int’l Speedway:
