

Dennis Setzer Fast Facts: 
· Dennis Setzer scored his first 1.5-mile superspeedway win in the NCTS here in 1999.  Setzer just scored his second three weeks ago at Lowe’s Motor Speedway.

· Dennis Setzer scored a career-best final point finish with 2nd in the 2003 NCTS point standings 
· In addition to his 148 NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series starts, Dennis Setzer has 7 Winston Cup and 102 Busch Grand National starts in his career including 2 Busch Series victories (South Boston 1994, Hickory 1994)
Dennis Setzer NCTS Records
· Dennis Setzer set a NASCAR record with the win at Lowe’s Motor Speedway on May 21st of 2004.  He is the only driver with at least one win in 7 straight seasons in the NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series - dating to 1998.  
· Setzer broke the single season streak of top-10 finishes in 2003 by finishing 20-straight races inside the top-10.
· Dennis Setzer won the 2002 race at Martinsville by starting in 33rd position.  It is the farthest any competitor has ever started a NASCAR Truck Series race to go on and win.

Dennis Setzer on the Texas Motor Speedway:
Dennis on Heading to Texas as point leader  - “Being in the lead is a great place to be, but we are not going to prepare any differently this week than we would for any other race. Its way to early to start points racing.”
